Check in and map collection were much better this yeamwith access to mapsat 4pm on
Friday night instead of 6pm- we could start mapping in daylight (good for my old eyes).

Overall, one of the coldest NavShieldshave done- top temps of 78 degrees C each day

We were in the overhang for
morning tea to enjoy the art and ponder on its interpretation. The art consists off birds and
animals drawn in ochre andcharcoaland somewith white outlines. There are stencils of
axes and a boomerang. At the entrance there is an engravipg pecked line.

From the overhang we continued S/W oftrack through some very interesting scrub and
climbed to the ridgeline south of Mt Olive to pick up theMaill AT Brazk and climb to Mt
Olive for lunch and views. David, and Nick, followed the ridgeline to Mt Olive rather than
